Workshop description:  This workshop offers an experiential framework where attendees have the opportunity to discuss the parameters of Ethics within the behavioral health environment. Vignettes and ethical dilemmas will be posed in case studies where the clinicians often encounters situations that require ethical decision-making.  Ethics in distance and  tele-mental health counseling will be briefly addressed as well as the ethical challenges professionals encounter in 2017.

Workshop Objectives where participants will be able to:
1. Identify four general purposes of a Professional Code of Ethics.

2. Identify three general limitations of a Professional Code of Ethics.

3. State the functional differences between a personal and professional code of ethics.

4. Identify several key ethical blind spots, and four ethical pitfalls, which a behavioral health practitioner may encounter in professional practice and explore appropriate interventions for these scenarios. 

5. Examine distance counseling considerations and tele-mental health options for delivering services as they relate to ethical issues
6. Define and identify the characteristics of a Dual Relationship and differentiate an ethical boundary violation and a boundary crossing.

7. Cite the basic fundamentals of 42 CFR Part 2 of Part 2 and HIPAA law as it relates to practicing in the substance abuse treatment field.

8.  Identify the steps necessary for sound ethical decision-making and action using case studies and vignettes.
